Incident is discussed with
camper and documented. 2" and final warning issued. Parent/guardian notified by phone immediately.

Third strike: Separated from camp activity and escorted to Camp Director’s office. Camper dismissed from
camp. Parent/guardian notified by phone immediately. Arrangements are made with parent/guardian to pick up
camper immediately. No refund will be provided.

No tolerance: Girlstart reserves the right to immediately dismiss any camper whose actions or behaviors
endanger themselves, other campers, or camp staff. Including but not limited to the possession of tobacco,
drugs, or alcohol of any kind while at camp. No refund will be provided.
